To that end, I invite you to think about the needs of your 
child and the learning environment that best supports his/
her style.  Included in this newsletter is the form that I will 
accept for parental input.  Please complete the form and 
return it to school by Thursday, April 15.  Your information 
is one factor for consideration in the development of class 
placement.  Please complete one form for each child.  Do 
not request a specific teacher by name.   
 
Placement decisions require hours of discussion with each 
team of educators that includes: current classroom     
teachers, our Special School District educators, our     
Reading specialists, our art, music, and P.E. specialists, 
our counselors, our nurse, and our administrators.  It is an 
overwhelming task, but one that we take very seriously. 
Rest assured, that many factors are reviewed prior to     
developing our class lists for next year’s classes.  Our 
teams of professionals discuss learning styles, leadership 
skills, academic abilities, interests, IEP needs, individual 
personalities, health considerations, and district            
requirements (clustering of TAG students, number of     
students in a classroom, Reading Intervention                
programming, etc.)  As you can see, the process is quite 
involved.   
 
Class lists will be finalized in August.  Your child will     
receive notification of class placement by email on  
August 12.

COUNSELORS’ CORNER 
 
 “Internet erodes family time, study 
finds”     (6-16-09) and “Kids are wired all the 
time”  (1-22-10) are just two of the recent Post        
Dispatch headlines. A new study from the Kaiser  
Family foundation stated children age 8 to 18 
spend 71/2 hours a day on various electronic 
devices.  Patience, this month’s character word 
seems difficult to develop in this technological 
age of instant expectations.     
 Now, I will disclose that I was born before 
all the new technology and remember as a child 
when we had our first black and white TV       
delivered.  I know there are many wonderful    
advances that have come about with the age of 
technology that improve all of our lives, but as in 
all things we need balance.  Since our home is 
not “technologically kid friendly,” I started    
wondering about why our six   grandchildren still 
beg to come to our house to play.  All we do is 
play with their parents’ old trucks, cars, dolls, 
and Fisher Price toys that run on kid power, not 
batteries.  We play dress-up with an assortment 
of old Halloween costumes and hats.  We act out 
Little Red Riding Hood until everyone has played 
every role.  They become giddy with laughter  
hiding and then surprising grandpa, who didn’t 
know they were spending the night.   We cook 
dinner, play Old Maid, water paint, build cities 
with wooden blocks, and could read books      
forever. 
 I remember being a working mom with 
three children and wishing I had more time to do 
what grandparents do and I’m so happy I am 
able to do that now.  However, wasn’t technology 
supposed to give us more free time to spend with 
the people right under our roof?  Do you really 
need to connect with that person you haven’t 
seen since high school on the newest social    
network, answer your business E-mails 24-7, 
and text your friends back immediately?

MAP Testing 
 
Spring is just around the corner and 
soon warmer weather will be in our 
neighborhood.  Another indication that 
spring is on its way, MAP testing is just 
around the corner for 3rd, 4th and 5th 

graders.  The MAP (Missouri Assessment Program) will 
take place at Kehrs Mill from Tuesday, April 7 
through Thursday, April 15 (NO TAG on Wednesday, 
April 7).  Students in grades 3rd, 4th and 5th will be 
completing the Communication Arts and Math portions 
of the MAP.  In addition, fifth graders will also complete 
the Science portion of the MAP.  Make up exams for the 
MAP test will take place on April 16 and 19. 
 
The MAP test consists of three types of items: selected 
response, constructed response and performance 
events.  Selected response: presents a student with a 
question followed by four or five response choices, one 
of which is correct.  Constructed response: requires a 
student to supply an appropriate short written answer.                
Performance event: requires more writing and       
synthesis of  knowledge from a student.  Performance 
event items typically take longer to answer. 
 
While some portions of the test are timed, the majority 
of the MAP test is not timed so that students can use 
several strategies to approach their answer.  All items 
measure students’ knowledge and their ability to apply 
that knowledge to specific situations.  Our teachers 
and students have been working hard together to     
ensure that all students do their very best on the test 
and are equipped with a “tool kit” of strategies to use 
during MAP testing. 
 
You can help Kehrs Mill kids do their best on the 
test…. 

 All visitors must be extremely quiet.  
 No parent volunteers, guest speakers, or field 

trips from  
 3/30-4/9 
 Be sure your child is well rested on testing 

days. 
 Be sure your child eats a healthy breakfast on 

testing days. 
 Encourage your child to do his/her best on the 

test by   reading and answering the entire  
question (many of the MAP  questions are  
multi-step). 

 Be sure students arrive on time for school and 
wear comfortable  clothing. 

 Do not schedule appointments or vacations 
during MAP testing. 

 Send students off to school with a smile and a 
positive attitude!

In accordance with the Rockwood 

School District’s Policy, all students entering sixth 
grade are required to have a physical exam      
completed by a physician.  If this exam has been 
completed, please return the form to Mrs. Dupuis, 
KM school nurse, prior to May 27, 2010.  If you 
have an    appointment for your child after May 27, 
please send the form to your child’s middle school.  
If you have any questions, feel free to call Mrs.  
Dupuis at (636) 537-4359. 
 
The State of Missouri has enacted new              
immunization requirements that will go into effect 
in the 2010 -2011 school year.   
 
These changes for next school year include: 
 
Children entering kindergarten are now required to 
have a second dose of varicella (chicken pox)     
vaccine before entering school.  If the child has 
had the varicella (chicken pox) disease, a doctor 
may sign and place on file at school, a written 
statement documenting the date of the illness.  
 
All 8th grade students are now required to have a 
Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis) vaccine if 
the child has not had a Td (tetanus) booster in the 
past two years.   
 
Please discuss with your doctor immunization   
requirements and recommendations at your child’s 
next physical to make sure they are eligible for  
attendance in the fall.
