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Middle school students need a bit of help with organization. 
As done in past years, students will receive a “planner.” 
This tool will help students organize short and long-term 
assignments and goals. There is a $5.00 cost to students for 
the student’s first planner. And, there will be a $5.00 charge 
to replace lost planners. 
 
During the first few days of school, teachers will cover with 
students ways to use the planner. Parents should check it 
regularly to see that it is being used. We think by using the 
planner it will greatly contribute to students’ success. 
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If a student is going to miss school for an 
extended period (i.e. three days to a week) 
due to traveling with the family, a 

homework request from a parent must come in as 
soon as possible. Requests made just the day before 
leaving cannot usually be met. 
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I hope this isn’t a question you will be asking your children on a regular basis. Educators often see a correlation in how students dress 
for school and their behavior and readiness to learn. Summer is over, so students should be dressed for school. The Student/Parent 
Handbook clearly states the kind of attire that is not allowed in school, however, a quick listing here may be helpful. 

· No spaghetti straps, low-cut or midriff-baring tops allowed for girls. 
· No short-shorts. 
· Tank tops for boys or girls must have a 2 in. thick strap.  No racer back tank tops are allowed. 
· Hats are not allowed in school. 
· No sagging pants are allowed.  All pants should be worn at the waist. 
· No clothing is allowed that advertises alcohol or has language/graphics 
      that are offensive or demeaning to others. 

Parents can help so that students do not find themselves in violation of school rules.

Nurse’s Notes 
 
Happy Summer!  We hope you will take a mo-
ment soon to schedule doctor and dentist ap-
pointments so your Wildcat can start the year 
on healthy note!   
 
Physicals:   A Physical Examination by a physi-
cian is required for all incoming sixth graders and 
any student new to Rockwood, regardless of 
grade level.  The Physical Examination form is 
included with this newsletter, or you can down-
load it from the RSD website.  At any regular 
check-up, always ask your doctor to review your 
child’s immunization status and provide the 
school nurse a copy of the updated record.  Stu-
dents cannot attend Sixth Grade Camp without a 
current physical on file at LSMS! 
 
Immunizations:  All students must meet the min-
imum requirements set by Missouri law to attend 
school.  The Tdap booster [tetanus, diphtheria, 
and pertussis] is required for all middle school 
students before the first day of 8th grade.    
 
You can see your child’s school immunization 
record directly through the parent access of Infi-
nite Campus.  The Tdap booster is listed near the 
bottom of the page—if that date-field is empty in 
Infinite Campus, LSMS does not have Tdap doc-
umentation for your child.  [This is different than 
the kindergarten DTPs near the top!]  Unfortu-
nately, Rockwood must exclude non-compliant 
eighth grade students from attending school until 
this is documented.  Contact your doctor if you 
are uncertain of your child’s Tdap status.  
 
Student Health Information:  Watch for the An-
nual Student Health Information form in the 
LSMS summer mailing. This yellow form is to be 
completed by parents every year, and must be 
turned in at LSMS orientations in August.  If your 
child has medical concerns which will need 
specfic plans or communication with teachers 
[such as food allergies, asthma, diabetes, etc.], 
contact the nurse prior to the start of school.  
Email and phone messages will be checked peri-
odically throughout the summer, and Rockwood 
nurses return to work on August 11.  Medications 
to be administered at school must be delivered 

by a parent, with the appropriate paperwork 
signed by both parent and doctor.  All forms are 
available on the district website. 
 
Emergency Phone Numbers:   Parents need to 
be diligent about keeping phone numbers and 
contact information up-to-date in Infinite Campus.  
Watch for the Census Verification form in the 
LSMS summer mailing.  Make any necessary 
changes and turn in this signed parent form at 
orientation in August.  If your child is ill or injured 
at school, would we be able to find you?    
 
Thank you for following up on these im-
portant health matters.  Have a safe and 
healthy summer!
