
 

 

 

 

 

Dear Parents and Students, 

  

The focus of my letter this month is on the upcoming bond issue.  Members of the district’s 
Bond Issue Committee recently met and recommended a list of projects to be presented to 
the Board of Education. The Board of Education unanimously voted to authorize a $43.2 
million no tax increase bond issue, Proposition R, for placement on the April 3 ballot.   

  

The money from bond issues can only be used for technology, safety, and infrastructure.  
Bond funds may not be used for operating expenses such as: salaries and benefits, trans-
portation costs, utilities, textbook or other supplies.   

 
If voters approve Prop R, it will not extend the district's current level of bond indebtedness - 
meaning you will continue to pay the same 68 cent debt service levy until 2027.  This is be-
cause each year, the district retires or pays off old debt from previous bond issues and our 
assessed value can increase. As that happens, we are able to fund new debt from the ex-
isting 68 cent levy without increasing our debt service tax rate.  
 
This is similar to what happens when you take out a home equity loan. You continue to 
make those monthly payments, which have not increased, but you have “added” new debt, 
which extends the period of time it will take to pay off the entire loan. 
 

This bond issue provides for several of Marquette High School’s needs.  Here are the spe-
cific projects earmarked for Marquette: 

· Safety:  Field Light Pole Replacement (3 new metal poles, replacing 6 old wood poles, 
re-working electric service).  

· Infrastructure:  Flooring Replacement (12 stairwells) 

· Infrastructure:  Mechanical (HVAC) System Replacement and Energy-Savings Initia-
tives (Original building now 19 years old: have already replaced 4 major units of 25 plus 
some compressors and condensers; Controls are also out dated) 

· Technology: Refresh of student computers, teacher computers, infrastructure, and se-
curity.  (Computers are on a current 5-6 year refresh cycle)

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ACT Test Preparation Course  

What is it?   This is a course designed to help students reduce test anxiety and give students a better understand-
ing of the materials on the ACT test.  This class allows students to review concepts from each content area.  Test-taking strate-
gies will be introduced to help students maximize their test scores.  Students will also be given a practice ACT. 

Cost:   The course is $75.00, which includes 30 hours of classroom instruction taught by Marquette High 
School content area teachers, a pre-test, a diagnostic assessment and a textbook. 

When:   Each course will begin approximately six weeks prior to the ACT test.  There is a class size limit of 
30 students each session.  

Session A will be held before school Monday through Friday from 7:08 - 8:10 a.m.  Session B will be held 
two-three afternoons each week from 3:15 - 5:15 p.m.
