Parents of seniors who are completing the FAFSA (Free Application for 
Federal Student Aid) are encouraged to attend this program.  It is highly 

recommended that all families complete a FAFSA.  We will have a financial aid expert on 
hand to help you with the process.  Please bring the appropriate tax information (2010 tax 
forms and 2011 tax information).  You can also check out www.fafsa.gov for a complete list of 
all information you will need to complete the FAFSA. 

The end of the first semester also marks the passing of many college application deadlines.  Some     
colleges have regular decision deadlines in January or February and some continue taking applications 
on a rolling basis.  If your student has not already applied to a college, there is still time! 

Is your child a junior this year? 
The second semester of the junior year is a great time to start planning for college.  Students can do this 
by taking a few easy steps. 
 
1. Research schools online 
2. Schedule a campus visit 
3. Meet with college representatives visiting MHS              
4. Research scholarship opportunities 
 
Following these easy steps will give students a head start on the college search  process.  For other ways 
to prepare your junior for college you can check out the College Center website or schedule an appoint-
ment with your college counselor/specialist. 
 
 

Mid-Year Reports 
Many colleges and universities request a mid-year grade report for a student.  If students need 
a mid-year report sent, please have them stop by the College Center after first semester grades 
have been finalized.  We will be happy to send the transcript and any requested materials.  
Please keep in mind that it is their responsibility to know if the schools they have applied to 
require a mid-year report.

During the months of February, March and April, Marquette 
counselors will be advising 9th, 10th, and 11th grade students on 
course selections for the 2012-2013 school year.  Students will be 
given enrollment materials, credit check letter and advisement 
information during the third week of January.  After the open 
enrollment period (January 20-January 31), counselors will meet 
individually with students to be certain they have made appropri-
ate course selections for graduation and career plans.  All stu-
dents must go online to IC to register for classes.  Computers are 
available at MHS. 
 

Parents and students are urged to carefully consider choices be-
fore enrollment, as it is often not possible to change classes re-
quested on the request summary form.  Students who enroll in 
year-long classes must remain in the class for the full year.  
Also, you will need to check the prerequisites for each class, 
which are listed in the Course Description Guide. If there is a 
need to change a course request, it needs to be done prior to the 
first day of the semester. 
 

Curriculum Night is January 19.  This is a wonderful oppor-
tunity to meet with teachers in the individual departments to get 
first hand information regarding particular courses being taught.  
Please carefully consider AP, Honors, and Weighted Grade clas-
ses.  Discuss with your child and the teacher the academic expec-
tations and amount of time which will be required to be success-
ful in these classes.  In addition, be aware that some advanced 
placement courses have summer readings or assignments that 
need to be completed before the start of school.  Do not hesitate 
to check with teachers and/or counselors to help you and your 
child choose the best academic schedule possible. 
 

Infinite Campus Log In 
 
In order to select courses for next year, the student and/or parent 
will need to be able to log onto Infinite Campus.  We encourage 
you to try your log-in ID and password now to make sure you can 
access your information.  Beginning January 20 the Parent/
Student Portal will be open.  Making sure you can successfully 
log in ahead of time will help ensure that you have access during 
the enrollment period.  If you have forgotten your log-in infor-
mation please email portalhelp@rockwood.k12.mo.us.   
 

Second Semester Schedule Changes  
 

After the start of the semester, anyone wanting to make a second 
semester schedule change may only do so for movement to a 
study hall.  In addition, all changes to study halls must be made 
by the following dates: 
January 3-January 31, 2012—The dropped class will not ap-

pear on the transcript, the study hall will appear and the 
change will not affect GPA. 

February 1-April 5, 2012—The dropped class will appear on the 
transcript as a withdraw pass or withdraw fail grade but will 
not affect the GPA.  

Any class dropped after April 5, 2012, will receive a grade of 
“F” for the class.  The dropped class will appear on the tran-
script and the grade will affect the GPA. 

Study On 
 
As a new year begins, suggest that your high schooler take stock 
of his study routine.  Is he spending enough time studying?  Is the 
time he’s putting in paying off?  Share these ideas for effective 
studying that can save him time and frustration—and lead to bet-
ter results. 
· Plan,  don’t cram: Rushing to study just before a test won’t 

serve your teen well.  To handle tests and quizzes in multiple 
subjects, he needs to divvy up studying so he does some every 
day.  Reviewing the same information (notes, math formulas) 
more than once will help store concepts and facts in his long-
term memory.  Also, he’ll be calmer and more confident know-
ing he’s on top of things.  

· Do more in less time: Many students think they spend hours 
studying, when in reality they aren’t getting much done.  En-
courage your student to set a specific time to do his work.  He 
can use a timer to get into the habit of starting and ending at a 
certain time.  Also, he should work away from noise and dis-
tractions (turn off the TV and his cell phone). 

· Get motivated: Students don’t always feel like doing school-
work.  That’s why learning to motivate themselves is so im-
portant.  Your child might write his own “Top Five Reasons to 
Study” and post them on the wall by his desk (“I feel good 
when I’m finished,” “It makes test taking easier”).  If he’s hav-
ing an especially hard time getting started, he might tackle an 
easy assignment first to gain momentum.

(Re)building Trust  
 
You set a curfew for your teen, and she comes home an hour late.  
How should you respond?  Teens often push boundaries and test 
limits as part of growing up—and that can be upsetting.   When it 
happens, try these three steps. 
· Ask your child for her side of the story.  Maybe she had a 

flat tire, or maybe she was embarrassed to tell her friends her 
curfew was earlier than theirs.  Knowing the reason can help 
you decide what to do. 

· Explain that trust has been damaged.  Let her know why 
you’re upset.  (“You didn’t hold up your end of the bargain.  
That makes us think we can’t trust you.”)  You might also ex-
plain how it affected you.  (“We stayed up late worrying and 
didn’t get enough sleep to get up for work in the morning.”) 

· Let her gradually earn it back.  Give her the chance to re-
build trust a little at a time.  You might try an earlier curfew, 
and if she abides by it, go back to the original one.  Knowing 
she can regain freedom gives her something to work toward.

Online ACT/SAT Test Prep Programs 
Learning Express  
This is an online program with practice tests and tutorials to help students succeed on the Academic (ACT, SAT, 
PSAT, AP, etc) tests.  This program provides immediate scoring, complete answer explanations, and an analysis 
of test results. 
 
First time registration must be completed on a Marquette computer and then you may access the Learning Ex-
press site from any computer away from school.

Method Test Prep 
This is a ten week online course that helps students build their math, reading, writing, and ACT/SAT test prep 
skills.  
 
Students can listen to math, verbal and writing tutorials.  Each tutorial is accompanied by a quiz to test student 
mastery.  The program keeps track of a student’s strengths and weaknesses.  Students have access to a large pool 
of practice questions and receive instant feedback upon completion of each question.

ACT Test Preparation Course 
What is it?   This is a course designed to help students reduce test anxiety and give students a better understand-

ing of the materials on the ACT test.  This class allows students to review concepts from each content area.  Test-taking strate-
gies will be introduced to help students maximize their test scores.  Students will also be given a practice ACT. 

Cost:   The course is $75.00, which includes 30 hours of classroom instruction taught by Marquette High 
School content area teachers, a pre-test, a diagnostic assessment and a textbook. 

When:   Each course will begin approximately six weeks prior to the ACT test.  There is a class size limit of 
30 students each session.  

Session A will be held before school Monday through Friday from 7:08 - 8:10 a.m.  Session B will be held 
two-three afternoons each week from 3:15 - 5:15 p.m. 

Registration forms are available in the Guidance Office or contact Mrs. Haar in 
room 227.  Please enroll one week prior to the first day of class so class materials may be ordered.

Meningococcal disease, which includes 
meningitis, is a serious bacterial infection 
that strikes between 1000 to 2600 Ameri-
cans each year. 
 
The disease can be difficult to recognize 
because symptoms are similar to those 

of more common illnesses. Symptoms may include high 
fever, severe headache, stiff neck, confusion, vomiting, 
exhaustion, and/or a rash. 
 
Preteens and teens are at a greater risk for contracting 
meningitis, which can potentially be prevented through 
vaccination. Health officials recommend preteens and 
teens be vaccinated at 11 years of age, with a booster 
dose by the age of 18. 
 
Certain lifestyle factors are thought to put preteens and 
teens at greater risk for infection, including: 

-sharing drinking glasses, eating utensils, or water    
bottles 

-being in crowded situations for prolonged periods of 
time  

-kissing  
-not getting enough sleep
